Just Give Me Jesus…...by Anne Lotz (LP...Large Print)   
After two pressure-filled, life-changing years of professional exhaustion and personal turmoil, Anne 
Graham Lotz found herself with only one heart-cry, "Please, just give me Jesus."  

In this faith-inspiring book, she stares intently at the realities of life with her Savior. To those needing 
a fresh start, to those still searching for happiness, to those in need of forgiveness, to the suffering and 
the self-righteous alike, Jesus was, is, and will always be the answer. 

Lotz  treats issues ranging from hell to suffering, marriage (including some of her own struggles) to 
life-threatening illness (including her son's recent diagnosis with cancer). Still, some of Lotz's heart-warming stories 
are decidedly warmed-over (haven't we heard enough yet about World War II evangelical hero Corrie Ten Boom?). 
There is very little in this book that hasn't been said many, many times before--even some of the personal anecdotes 
have a curiously familiar ring to those versed in the stock stories of evangelical preaching. 

Lotz is in some ways a thoroughly modern woman, so even as conventional a book as this makes for an interesting 
comparison to its devotional predecessors of a previous generation. Not only is Lotz  pursuing a traditionally male ca-
reer by preaching and running a growing para-church ministry; her life, and the lives of her assumed readers, betrays a 
busy sophistication that would have been puzzling to a generation of less "worldly" evangelicals.�

Shine….The Hits by Newsboys (CD) 
Australia's Newsboys are a great pop-rock band first, a great Christian band second. This compilation brings together 
a fine assemblage of the band's work. The title tune is a Robbie Williams-style affair full of clever lyrics and singable 
melodies. "I'm not Ashamed" finds the boys expressing their pride about spreading the Good News, but with a twist: 
they spend half the song expressing outrage at those who find such statements distasteful, and they throw around de-
cidedly non-theological terms like "market research" in the lyrics. 
"Breakfast" uses the time-tested pop metaphor of food to light-heartedly remind us that "they don't serve breakfast in 
hell," all the while pounding out a Marcy Playground-like groove that any post-Nirvana rockers would be proud to 
own. "Praises" could easily pass for an ACHTUNG BABY-era U2 outtake. The faith-centered message of the lyrics is 
always front and center, but the sonic framework on SHINE is so infectious that any of these tunes could be equally
